INDIVIDUAL SCOUT ACCOUNT (ISA)
     The Individual Scout Account is the troop’s way of managing money earned by each Scout in troop-approved fundraisers, or (occasionally) refunds of expenses already paid.  When the troop conducts a fundraising event (wreath sales) a chairperson is appointed to manage the funds.  The chairperson tabulates each boy’s earnings, calculates the amount designated for each Scout and the amount to be “tithed” to the troop, and furnishes those numbers and the income to the troop treasurer.  The money is deposited to the troop checking account and is divided among the scouts and troop in the ledger.  At any time, the treasurer can provide any Scout’s balance to his family, or move money from any Scout’s ISA into the troop fund for disbursal as the Scout or his parent requests.  The boy may use his ISA funds for any Scout-related expenses, which fall into two categories:

1) Scout activities

2) Scout-related purchases

     Scout activities include camping costs (excluding grub and gas money), recharter, summer/winter/high-adventure camps, etc.  A request is made to the treasurer to apply ISA funds directly to the activity.  SUCH A REQUEST MUST NOT ONLY BE SIGNED BY THE SCOUT’S PARENT OR GUARDIAN BUT BY THE ACTIVITY CHAIRPERSON.  For example, a Scout wishing to pay part of his summer camp expenses from his ISA may fill out a request form for the treasurer, but the form must be approved by the summer camp coordinator, so that the summer camp accounting reflects the payment made toward the Scout’s expenses; a Scout wanting to use his funds for his recharter expenses must have the countersignature of the Committee Chairperson.  
     Scout-related purchases include items such as uniforms, hiking boots, Eagle COH expenses, tents or other camping equipment.  A Scout can be reimbursed when such purchases have been made by bringing a copy of the receipt to the treasurer.  The request form is completed, a transfer of funds from the Scout’s ISA to the troop fund is made, and a check is written to the Scout or his parents for the amount spent (up to the entire amount in the Scout’s ISA).  
     The request form is below.   Money remains in the Scout’s ISA until spent or the Scout leaves the troop.  Scouts in good standing have up to a year to claim unused moneys, others have 3 months.  Money not claimed is donated to the general fund.
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
