Troop 869 Discipline Policy
Scout Spirit as defined by the Scout Oath and the twelve points of the Scout Law are generally a sufficient guide of behavior for any occasion.  It is expected that all scouts treat each other and the adult leaders with the respect they deserve.  Each Scout has a role is assuring that all fellow scouts have a fun and safe time while participating in any scouting activity.  The Junior Leaders (and the adult leaders) will point out behavior which does not reflect these principles. 
Some examples of failing to demonstrate Scout Spirit are:  using inappropriate language, pushing/shoving another roughly, hazing, talking while the Scout sign is up, disobeying a Junior Leader or adult, failing to do your share of the work, failing to follow the rules as set forth by BSA and of this troop.  Consequences these actions may include postponement of rank, assignment of extra duties, suspension from troop activities, etc.  Consistent failure to demonstrate Scout Spirit may result in expulsion from the Troop. 
The following is a discipline plan that Troop 869 will implement as necessary, at all Troop activities (meetings, camping trips, etc.) when it has become apparent that such action is needed for the health and safety of the troop.

1st Offense

The scout will be pulled aside and given a cool down period where he can think about his actions.

2nd Offense

The scout will be pulled aside and given a cool down period.  Before rejoining the troop,  a scoutmaster conference will be conducted to assess and correct the situation.
3rd Offense

The scout will be pulled aside and given a cool down period.  A telephone call will be made to the scout's parents notifying them that their son has received three disciplinary offenses.  The parent and scout will converse knowing that another offense will result in the parents being required to pick their son up from camp, no matter where the activity is being conducted.

The above policy will be implemented in normal circumstances.  Should the offense be of a serious nature, the parents will be asked to pick up their son immediately.   This is solely up to the Scoutmaster's discretion.
Our troop's goal is to provide a safe and fun place for scouts and adults to enjoy activities.  To reach this goal, we must all be in agreement of expectations.
